The H9 Ratchet Hand Tool is a non—butting tool equipped with a ratchet
mechanism that ensures a full cycle crimp. Upon completion of the crimp,
the ratchet will release, allowing the tool to open.

The H28—9 Portable Air Tool is also a non—butting tool, similar to the H9.
Clean, dry lubricated air at a pressure of 85—100 p.s.i. should be supplied
to the tool through a hose terminating in a 1/8” NPT female fitting.

A slide—in safety latch is provided to lock the air valve trigger bar in the
safe position when the tool is not in use.

Either hand—held or bench—mounted operation is possible. When hand held,

a trigger (handle) bar is pressed to crimp. When bench mounted, a remote
control foot pedal is used instead of the trigger bar.

Terminal Locator

Both the H9 and the H28-9 come equipped with a locator to assist in
the correct positioning of pigtail connectors for crimping. (See Fig. 1)

The H9 and the H28-9 crimping tools are used to crimp 22—14 AWG nylon
pigtail connectors, P/N NP5115.

Stripping Recommendations

Strip wire 3/8” + 1/32” long

Crimp Procedure For Pigtail Connectors

1. Inset the pigtail connector through the hole in the locator plate, making sure
that the shoulder of the connector is resting on the locator plate. (See Fig. 1)

2. Close the tool jaws until the connector his held snugly in place.
3. Insert the stripped combination of wires into the connector. (See Fig. 1)
4A. H9

Complete the crimp by closing the handles completely. This will disengage
the ratchet mechanism, allowing the tool to open for the removal of the
crimped connector.

4B. H28-9
Complete the crimp by pressing the trigger bar. Release the trigger bar to
open the tool for the removal of the crimped connector.

Maintenance

Lubricate all pins and pivot points every 4,000 to 5,000 crimps. Use d
silicone or graphite based grease or any good grade S.A.E. No. 20 motor oil.
